Request:

That the property be included in the City of Madera Sphere of Influence (SOI).

Background:

The 36.56 +/- acre parcel is designated for agriculture in the adopted Madera County General
Plan. The property is currently zoned ARV-20. The applicants believe that an Urban Reserve
designation to allow a future low density residential use is appropriate for the site.

The property is currently vacant. It has not been in agricultural production for many years.

The property is east of the Madera Golf and County Club and northeast of existing residential
development. It is adjacent to Road 27 and Avenue 19 1/2 which will be used for future access.



The property to the west has a residential zone (VLDR). The property to the east is zoned
agricultural (AE), the property to the north is vacant, and zoned (A) and the property
immediately to the south is vacant and zoned (A).

Justification:

1) Inclusion of the Kevorkian property into the City of Madera SOI would create a more
logical urban boundary.

2) The future expansion of high quality housing on low density lots to the east of the
Madera Golf and County Club is a logical development pattern.

3) The property owner believes there is a future market for estate size lots in this area.

4) Lot size will be determined based on studies when a specific project is proposed.

5) The applicant is communicating with the property owners to the south who own three
parcels immediately east of Madera County Club Estates. The most southern of the three
parcels is located immediately north of the existing SOI boundary.

6) Development would occur in an environmentally sensitive manner.

7) An Urban Reserve designation would hold the land for future urban use. Development of
the Urban Reserve would occur consistent with City of Madera general plan policies.

8) The golf course is a valuable amenity as are the existing roadways serving the site.
Allowing the timely development of the subject property reduces infrastructure costs.
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
